The KokodaTrack MemorialWalkway is a living memorial dedicated to the sacrifices made by
Australian soldiers during the Kokoda campaign inWorldWar II, and more generally the service of all
Australian defence personnel.We hold three commemorative events ayear -Anzac Day (April),
Victory in the Pacific (August) and Kokoda Day (November) - aswell as hosting numerous school and
communitygroups to meet our objectives of honoring veterans and educating the public.

General Grounds Maintenance: Ensuring the grounds and structureswithin the
Walkway (e.g. the covered function area, stream and Centrepiece) are tidy, clean and clear
of debris and litter.

. Cleaning our Memorial Rose Garden: Ensuring the plaques and the surrounds are
clean as befitting their status.

. Preparation for Commemorative Services:Assisting theWalkway to prepare for our
next major Memorial Service.
